      Is online reporting right for you?  Please review the following:

• You do NOT expect that an officer will follow-up by personally contacting you

• If you later discover additional information or evidence and want an officer to contact
you, please call dispatch at 425-486-1254. To save time, please have case number handy.

• Upon review, if further investigation of your case is needed, you may be contacted.
